ERASMUS+ KA1

Objective

The Erasmus+ Programme — mobility offers the possibility to attend the International Staff Week in
term 22 - 23 May 2023 at University of Aveiro for 2 Academic Staff (Chemistry, Information and
Communication Technologies (ICTs), Biology, Building and Civil Engineering, Business and
administration (ESTGA), Electronics and Automation (ESTGA), Mechanics and metal trades
(ESTGA), Earth Sciences (Geographic information systems (GIS)), Medicine (Geomedicine),
natural sciences, (Environmental Geochemistry), Languages, Physics, Environmental Sciences/
Environmental protection technology) and 1 Administrative Staff from the University of Sfax.

The Erasmus+ Programme is an initiative launched by the European Commission to fund mobilities
among EU countries and between Programme Countries (EU countries) and Partner Countries
(countries from the rest of the world). It was launched for the period 2014-2020 and, every year, a
new call for proposals will be open with the aim to promote socio-economic changes, the key
challenges that Europe will be facing until the end of the decade and to support the implementation
of the Europe 2020 strategy for growth, jobs, social equity and inclusion.

Although the Erasmus program was initially addressed only to Programme Countries (EU), in 2015,
for the first time, part of the EU funding will support mobility actions between Programme Countries
and Partner Countries. To this respect, the Erasmus+ Programme is designed to support Programme
Countries' efforts to efficiently use the potential of Europe’s human talent and social capital, while
confirming the principle of lifelong learning by linking support to formal, non-formal and informal
learning throughout the education, training and youth fields. The Programme also enhances the
opportunities for cooperation and mobility with Partner Countries, notably in the fields of higher
education and youth.

e The candidate must be permanent Staff at the University of Sfax that signed the Inter
Institutional Agreement within the framework of Erasmus + Programme, with the University
of Aveiro.

e To have a sufficient knowledge of English (B2), in order to attend the ISW.

e To submit a Mobility Agreement proposal, validated by the relevant institution authorities at
the home university.
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Financing

A European Union contribution for subsistence: An amount established according to the country of
destination and the actual number of days spent abroad. In particular, the grants are split into groups
of countries according to the cost of living. the mobility contribution is 120 € per day.

An additional amount to cover travel expenses. The amount is 275€
